COMMENTARY

To teach about the visit to Bethlehem and the birth of Jesus, consider these key points:

Prophecy of Birth: Isaiah 7:14 foretells the virgin birth of Jesus.

Journey to Bethlehem: Luke 2:1-5 describes Mary and Joseph traveling to Bethlehem for the
CEensus.

No Room at the Inn: Luke 2:7 explains that there was no room for them, leading to Jesus’
birth in a manger.

- Angelic Announcement: Luke 2:8-12 recounts the angels announcing Jesus' birth to the
shepherds.

Shepherds' Visit: Luke 2:15-20 details the shepherds visiting Jesus and spreading the
News.

Significance of the Birth: John 1:14 emphasizes the Word becoming flesh and dwelling
among us.



And it came to pass in those days, that there went out a decree from
Caesar Augustus that all the world should be taxed.

2(And this taxing was first made when Cyrenius was governor of Syria.)
3 And all went to be taxed, everyone into his own city.

* And Joseph also went up from Galilee, out of the city of Nazareth,
into Judaea, unto the city of David, which is called Bethlehem:;
